No one can snatch them away from me, for my
Father has given them to me, and he is more powerful than anyone else. No one can
shatch them from the Father's hand." John 10:27-29

C. "C" stands for "COMMIT".




Prayer of commitment

"Yes, Lord Jesus, I know that you are offering to forgive all my sins, and T
know you are offering to empower me to live a holy life. So I accept your
offer, and I commit my life and will to you. Please come into my life and take
control. In Your name I pray, Amen"

D. "T" stands for "TURN IT OVER".
Steps to turning your life over to Christ:

1. Divide your life up into broad categories. Here are some examples:

e Marriage (if you are married)
e Single (if not married)

e Family

e Work

e Financial

e Health

e Education

e Spiritual

2. Pick an area you would like to improve.
3. Go to your Bible and find one Scripture that pertains to that area.
4. Make a plan on how to implement that Scripture.

5. Ask Jesus to guide you, direct you and empower you as you implement your
plan.
